PLANNING AND DEVELOPMENT

Owner Request for Heritage Designation — 1431 Vining Street

In a report dated May 3, 2004, the Heritage Planner provided historical information
on an existing Heritage Registry house in the Fernwood neighbourhood, and an
application to designate the house as a Municipal Heritage Site.

Action: Councillor Madoff moved that, whereas the Heritage Registry house at
1431 Vining Street is worthy of heritage significance, City Council
designate it as a Municipal Heritage Site.

Temporary Use Permit (Parking Lot) — 813 Douglas Street

The Planner reviewed his report dated May 13, 2004, outlining an application for a
Temporary Use Permit for a surface parking lot at 813 Douglas Street at the north
east corner of Douglas Street and Burdett Avenue. The proposed parking lot would
include 43 stalls, and be accessed from Douglas Street. Staff recommends that
Council consider Temporary Use Permits for parking lots only when future
development plans for the property are included in the proposal.

Noting that issuing new permits for surface parking lots in the downtown core is
contrary to Council policy, the Committee discussed the unsightliness of the vacant
lot in its current state, and debated whether or not it was appropriate to approve the
application as a way to temporarily remedy the situation.

Action: Councillor Madoff moved that the application for a Temporary Use Permit
for a surface parking lot at 813 Douglas Street, be declined.

Rezoning of S-1 and C-1 Zoned Land in the 1000 Block of North Park Street
between Cook and Vancouver Streets

At its May 6, 2004 meeting, Committee of the Whole requested additional information
regarding the proposed 0 metre side yard setback for the proposed rezoning of S-1
and C-1 zoned land in the 1000 block of North Park Street between Cook and
Vancouver Streets.

In his report dated May 11, 2004, the Planner outlined the reasons for the proposed
0 metre side yard setback including:

The need to accommodate narrow properties along North Park Street;

The mixed use zone with the potential for both commercial and residential uses
on the first and second floors making it difficult to have differing setbacks if
abutting a commercial or residential use; and

Action:  Councillor Madoff moved that Council proceed with the proposed
rezoning of S-1 and C-1 zoned land in the 1000 block of North Park
Street between Cook and Vancouver Streets, including the 0 metre side
yard setback.

Rezoning Application #03-17 — 90 Bay Street

The Planner reviewed his report dated May 13, 2004 regarding an application to
rezone 90 Bay Street to permit the construction of a single family dwelling to the rear
west side of an existing house, and the renovation and conversion of the existing
house to three suites. At its meeting of February 12, 2004, Committee of the Whole
tabled the proposal and directed staff to review other options.

The applicant has adjusted the proposal by:

1. Placing one parking space between the two structures;

2. Decreasing the south side yard setback from 2.4m to 1.52m; and

3. Turning the proposed single-family dwelling 90° thereby creating a larger
separation between the existing and proposed structures.

The Planning Division is recommending that the application be declined due to:

1. Lack of outdoor private space on the site; and
2. Significantly reduced setbacks, especially on the south side.

The Committee discussed the need for a garden front forecourt to screen the parking
area.

Action: Councillor Madoff moved that:

1. The City Solicitor be instructed to prepare the necessary Zoning Bylaw
amendments as outlined in Section 3.1 of the report dated May 13, 2004
from the Planner; and

2. The application be forwarded for consideration at a Public Hearing
subject to:

(@) “that the lot be included in the Intensive Residential Development
Permit Area No. 26 regulating the exterior design and finish of the
existing and proposed new house as well as landscaping;” and

(b) receipt of a revised site plan.

Rock Bay Precinct Draft Plan
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In January 2003, Council approved an eight-member focus group to work on a vision
and planning principles that would underlie the objectives and policies of the Rock
Bay Precinct Plan.

Referring to his report dated May 17, 2004, the Planner highlighted the Rock Bay
Precinct Draft Plan including:

- clear mapping and policy statements indicating anticipated future land uses,
density and building height;

- development options for the Transport Canada/BC Hydro lands;

- identification of environmental remediation opportunities, with specific
implementation actions;

- policies and proposed rezoning regarding marine industrial lands

Staff proposes to hold an open house on June 15, 2004, to present the draft plan
and gather feedback from stakeholder groups and the public. After the comments
have been reviewed and changes to the draft plan have been made, a revised plan
will be submitted to Council for consideration.

Committee members suggested focusing on the following;

- impact on encouraging redevelopment in areas where there are existing
residential uses;

- consideration of the shoreline improvement projects being undertaken by the
Greater Victoria Harbour Authority and the industrial harbour users;

- impact of permitting Social Services throughout Rock Bay without guiding
policies;

- review of the Plan by the Parks, Recreation and Community Services Advisory
Committee; Greater Victoria Harbour Authority; Downtown Advisory Committee;
Cycling Advisory Committee; and Advisory Social Planning Committee; and

- to review the reference in the Plan to encouraging bonus density for remediation
on the Transport Canada/B.C. Hydro site.

1. The report dated May 17, 2004 from the Planner, and the Rock Bay
Precinct Draft Plan be received for information;

2. The draft plan be referred to the following committees and
stakeholders for comment:

Notice of Motion — Update, Multi-Disciplinary Group Meeting, Seattle

Councillor Fortin updated the Committee on his visit to Seattle, to attend a Multi-
Disciplinary Group meeting to learn about the co-ordinated efforts to deal with the
abuse of crystal methamphetamine (crystal meth).

Users of crystal meth include mostly children and young adults who may experience
permanent physiological and psychological effects.

Presenting a video that will be shown in King County theatres this Summer, he
highlighted impacts on the community including:

- danger to the environment, property and public health from vacated crystal meth
laboratories;

- increased risk to municipal employees, especially Fire and Police;

- risks to children in homes where there is crystal meth;

- toxicity of crystal meth fires;

- clean-up of hazardous materials;

- trafficking; and

- addiction

Councillor Fortin advised that although the abuse of crystal meth is not yet an
epidemic in Victoria, opportunities exist to be proactive in dealing with this issue.
Recommendations included:

1. Working with the Provincial Solicitor General to develop local community

solutions;

Actively participating in a community strategy;

Developing a four-pillar approach of prevention, treatment, education and

enforcement; and

4. Ensuring representation and involvement of all segments of the community
including the School District and businesses.
