Any part of a building that is not wholly below finished ground
level, excluding roof projections, entrance canopies, steps,
balconies, and lawful signs must not be nearer to a street than a
horizontal distance of 3 m.

Any part of a building that is not wholly below finished ground level

may be nearer than 3 m to the boundary of a lot, excluding any

street, only if the entire wall facing the boundary is at the

boundary.

Q) The area of a lot lying between a street and a building,
excluding that portion used for the movement of any motor
vehicle, must be open site space.

(2) Where surface parking is sited along a street, the area of a
lot within 3 m of the street must be open site space.
