Landscaping

4 (1) Side yards and rear yards must be separated from a street by a
landscape screen that is at least 1 m wide.

(2) Front yards must be graded and landscaped for 3 m from the front lot line.
Driveways

5 Driveway view lines must be provided at 45 degree angles at all points within 3 m
of an exit to a street.
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Loading

6 (1) A loading space must be provided having dimensions of not less than 4 m
in width, 9m in length, and 4.3 m in height.

(2) A loading space must be located

(a) within a building or yard; and

(b) at least 3 m from a street.

(3) Access to and from a street for a loading space must be provided by a
passage of not less than 5 m in width.

(4) Access to 2 adjoining lots may be provided by a single passageway not
less than 5 m in width where the access is secured by an easement
registered in the Land Title Office.

(5) Any access provided must be designed in accordance with sound
engineering principles.
