(1) The ratio of the total floor area of high tech use in a building to the
area of the lot on which that building is located must not exceed 1.6

to 1.

(2) The ratio of the total floor area of call centre use in a building to the
area of the lot on which that building is located must not exceed 1.6

to 1.

(3) The ratio of the total floor area of retail sales of home furnishings,
home supplies, or sporting goods in a building to the area of the lot
on which that building is located must not exceed 1.4 to 1.

Except as provided in this Part, the regulations applicable in the M-2 Zone,
Light Industrial District, apply in this Zone.
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
